To be used to help people pay for their share of Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS program services or other approved community services.

Who can use it?

     1. People who reside in the Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS jurisdiction.

2. People who qualify for Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS subsidized programs (when being used to cover service fees).

3. Agencies or associations that operate under Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS mandate or philosophy.

When it can be used:

     1. When no other grant, subsidy or service can be obtained.

     2. When community resources are not available or are not realistically obtainable.

3. When there is a need for special projects - only when project is applied for through approved Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS procedures.

Why it would be used:

    1. Because there is a clearly identified and assessed need for service and people cannot       afford the cost, and by providing this services it will extend their period of time outside of an institution; and will enhance and strengthen family or community life; and it will help advert family or community social breakdowns; and encourages co-operation and co-ordination with allied service agencies operating in the community.

Special donation funds shall not be used:

       1. To provide recreational needs or leisure time for individuals.

       2. To offer direct financial assistance to sustain an individual or family.

       3. For services primarily rehabilitative in nature.

       4. To provide duplicate services available from or within any government agency or    services that may be otherwise reasonably accessible to the client.

· When the situation warrants, the Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS Executive Director is authorized to spend up to $100.00 from this fund and shall present the information at the next regular FCSS/RCHHS Board meeting for ratification.

Procedure for individual client use of Special Donation Funds.  Applicants must meet ALL of the following criteria:

 _____        _____       2. Qualify for Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS subsidized programs - client would have to have a clearly identified need for the service, i.e. medical problem, economic disadvantage, early discharge, handicapping condition, mobility disadvantage, etc.

All other supports, resources and community and government 

programs have been exhausted, i.e. home care, family members,                               social services, D.V.A., etc. to be contacted and applicant and      Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS Board, or designate, are sure that no help is available through any other sources.

The service they are requesting must be clearly identified and 

assessed by the Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS Board of Directors, or their                          designate, as a need.

  _____         _____   5.  The client must show proof of income sources and financial situation 


that prevents client from paying for the services themselves.

  _____         _____   6.   By providing this assistance it will enhance, strengthen and stabilise 




 family and community life.

This process should help the client improve his ability to identify and 




 act on his own social needs.

   _____         _____    9. If applicable: If this crisis is in early stages of social breakdown then

If NO is answered to any of the above questions, (with the exception of those not applicable) the client does not qualify for special donation funds. 

Procedure for use Re: Special Projects

Applicants must meet all of the following criteria:

____       ____   1.  Special projects must have Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS “approval in principle” 

____       ____    2. Government, community or private sector financial assistance must be  

                               sought and found to be insufficient or non-existent.

Once applicant or client has met all criteria related to their particular application, the Rimbey  FCSS/RCHHS Board may by Board Motion authorize the expenditure.

The motion shall clearly identify the project/activity, date, who shall benefit, the dollar amount, and arrangements for feedback regarding the outcomes.

The application document shall be attached to and become part of the minutes for the Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS record book.

In emergent situations where timely reaction is of consequence, the Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS Executive Director may authorize services for applicants that meet all of the criteria up to $100.00 expenditure per client. The Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS Executive Director must be satisfied that all of the criteria has been met, the service is one that is clearly supported by FCSS/RCHHS mandate and board policies. Further the Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS Executive Director must present the application, all pertinent information and expense amount to the first regular meeting of the Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS Board of Directors following the emergent situation for the Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS Board’s ratification.

Procedure for use of Special Donation Funds “Special Projects.”

In the situation where the Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS Board of Directors has approved the special project proposal in principle by board motion, and all other forms of financial assistance have been exhausted, as set out in part one of procedure for use of special Donation Funds for “Special Projects” the Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS Board may by motion indicate their decision to support a particular special project and authorize the expenditure from the Special Donation Fund.

The Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS motion shall clearly identify the special project, whom shall benefit from the project, and the dollar amount and to whom the cheque should be made payable to.

A copy of the special project application for funds from the “Special Donation Fund” shall be attached to the Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS Board minutes.
