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Nuclear Crisis: China and
Kazakhstan Cut Off the World

     Tensions are rising in the South Asia
region as China gives Kazakhstan
incentives to supply them with their
supplies of uranium. The whole world is
terrified as rumors spread of China
building nuclear warheads with this
newfound supply of uranium. The
countries of the Pacific Islands are
especially scared because of their past
experience with nuclear testing in the
area.

These
opposing views led to heated debate
amongst the delegates. 

   Breaking news reaches
the delegates as
Kazakhstan and China cut
off ties with the rest of the
world. It is found that
Kazakhstan has been
supporting China with
uranium. China has been
building nuclear warheads
with this uranium in
islands that surround the
main land. Trade with
other countries has
completely halted and
countries around the world
are wondering how they
are going to sustain
themselves.
