They’ll immediately get a personalized email signed by you the grand knight, and encouraging
them to join the Knights and reference your council by name and number.

The form will also auto-generate an email to you, which will give you all of the information
given for each person that signs up, and it will enroll them in an email marketing campaign that
will help tell them more about the Knights and what we do over time (Don’t worry, they can
unsubscribe at any time).

It’s a great system! This can be a real game changer in the way we prospect. | would
encourage every council to get out in front of this and request your own page immediately.
