Faith in Action is the new program model of the Knights of Columbus.
This model offers a mission driven platform designed to consider the needs
of men and their families in the twenty-first century.

Knights of Columbus members, parishes and families have the opportunity
to make a meaningful difference through the 32 Faith in Action programs.
Organized into the Faith, Family, Community and Life categories, the Faith
in Action program model empowers Knights to come together to share
their Catholic faith, celebrate fraternity with loved ones, and do what they
do best — stand shoulder to shoulder in service to the community and to
defend life at all stages and in every condition.

To enhance the impact of Faith in Action, in some instances, such as
councils internationally, the model has been supplemented with additional
programs tailored to a country or group. For example, there are five unique
programs for the more than 300 Knights of Columbus College Councils:
Knight of the Month/Year, the College Movie Program, Love &
Responsibility Week, Dinner & Discussion, and Consecration to St. Joseph
