STATE DEPUTY 2nd HALF DISTRICT DEPUTY RECRUITER INCENTIVE 
The 2021-2022 State Deputy 2nd Half DD Recruiter incentive award winner will be presented prior to the 2022
Arizona State Convention. This award is separate from the District Deputy of the Year Award given by the State
Deputy at the convention. The First-place award will win an all-expenses paid weekend at the 2022 State
Convention at the El Conquistador Resort in Oro Valley Arizona. This will include 2 night’s stay and all
meals/programs for the District Deputy and his wife. The Second-place winner will win 2-night stay meals not
included and Third-place winner will win 1- night with meals.

The contest period will be from January 1, 2022 to May 1, 2022. 

The winner will be the District Deputy that accumulates the most points during the contest period using the 
following criteria: 

5 points for every CUF Exemplification he attends. A new member from the district must be brought into the Order 
from his District. If the exemplification is performed online or on demand points will be awarded if the District 
Deputy attends. Points will only be awarded on all CUF’s and attendance is reported on a Form 450. 

10 points for every new member brought into the district. The Officers Online State Deputy report will be used to 
calculate these numbers 

5 points for every district deputy monthly report submitted prior to the 10th of the month 

All ties will be decided based upon the following: 1st tiebreaker – The number of new Knights brought into the 
Order from the district 2nd tiebreaker – The number of Admission Degrees attended by the District Deputy 

If a tie still exists, the competing District Deputies names will be put into a hat and the winner drawn by a State 
Officer.
