 Aeder moved and Hadeway supported to spread the Garbage tax to the Township residents in the amount of $50.00 per house.  Due to the extra wind money the Township is collecting we feel we are able to take care of some of the cost for our residents.  This was approved.

Aeder will check with the Village of Akron concerning the residents that live in Fairgrove Township about their garbage billings.
  Aeder asked the Board to check out various roads for work in 2017. We received letters from the Drain Commission about drain work in the Township, also a letter from ISO, a rating firm that has rated the Akron Village Fire Department.  Both letters are filed.

Police report, all seems to be going well, report on proposed Marijuana legislation.
