Directions to Newport News Moose Lodge 
I-664N -From Monitor/Merrimac (M/M) – Proceed 9.4 miles and take EXIT 3, Aberdeen Rd. -Keep to the 
left at the fork in the ramp.  Turn Left on to Aberdeen Rd. and go approximately 1 mile and turn right 
onto 60th Street.  The Moose Lodge is about a half a block on the left.  (Approximately 11 minutes from 
the M/M) 
 
64W – Hampton Roads Bridge Tunnel (HRBT) - Merge onto I-664 S via EXIT 264 toward 
Downtown/Newport News/Suffolk. Then 2.53 miles and take the Aberdeen Rd exit, EXIT 3 and keep to 
the right at the fork on the ramp.  Go approximately 1 mile and turn right onto 60th Street.  The Moose 
Lodge is about a half a block on the left. (Approx. 17 minutes from the HRBT) 
 
Directions of the Portsmouth Moose Lodge from Newport News 
I-664 – From Monitor/Merrimac – Merge onto I-664S and take Exit 15B. Take Exit 297 and turn left onto
