FROM THE PARISH NURSE 
 

Matter of balance tip:  to prevent 

falling when its icy remember to 

walk like a penguin: feet slightly 

turned out, knees a little bent and arms straight 

pointing out from the body (make a triangle with 

your head the point of the triangle and your arms the 

other 2 points).     Then walk like a penguin, small 

shuffle steps. Check the soles of your boots and 

shoes to be sure the tread isn't worn smooth.  

 

Remember to go to the emergency room if you have 

chest pain, change in level of consciousness, 

excessive bleeding from a wound, mouth or rectum 

or excruciating constant pain.  It's best  to see your 

health care provider or go to one of the walk in clinics 

for other problems. You will wait hours in the 

emergency room if it's not a life-threatening 

problem.  If you have an orthopedic emergency ORA 

has walk in hours 8-5pm Mon-Fri, no referral or 

appointment needed, you only need to call 911 or 

drive to the hospital if you have an open fracture.
