
BooZB Brandy-Cognac Recipes 
 

Favorite Auntie 

 1 part BooZB Amaretto 
 4 parts Courvoisier VS cognac 

Shake all ingredients with ice, strain into a chilled cocktail glass. Alternatively, may be served warm as 
well.  Color of mead 
 

Napoleon’s Dream 

 ½ oz BooZB Ouzo 
 4 oz Courvoisier VS cognac 
 1 oz Gran Gala orange liqueur 

Shake all ingredients with ice, strain into two coupe glasses. Color of heavy mead, light amber or rosin 
 

Teacher’s Pet 

 1 ¾ parts BooZB Cocoa Burn (regular or XXX) 
 1 part cognac or brandy 
 1 egg yolk** 

Chill a martini or coupe glass.  Shake all ingredients with ice, strain into a coupe glass 
Color of butterscotch

BooZB Vieux Carre #2 

 ½ oz BooZB Nut-n-Honey 
 2 oz bourbon 
 1 oz vanilla brandy 
 3 dashes Regan’s orange #6 bitters 

Shake with ice and strain into a rocks glass with fresh ice 

 

Harvest Sling EBoC p330 

 ½ oz BooZB Cherrilishus 
 1 ½ oz apple brandy 
 ½ oz sweet vermouth 
 ½ oz Benedictine  
 ½ oz lemon juice 



 Splash of ginger ale 

Shake all ingredients with ice except the ginger ale. Strain into an ice-filled Collins glass 
Top with ginger ale 
 

*Paris Love (The Hoity-Toity) 
 ½ oz BooZB Cherrilishus 
 2 oz Armagnac 
 1 oz vodka 
 1 oz pineapple juice 

Add all ingredients to a cocktail shaker with ice and shake vigorously until well-chilled 
Strain into a chilled coupe or cocktail glass
