PARADES ASSEMBLE at 10:00 a.m. -  (Directions):
FROM:  Durham taking Hwy 501 North to Rougemont, N.C., Turn left on Bill Poole Road just before the stoplight.  Turn Right onto Chambers Road.  (This is where we will all assemble.) The parade will proceed down to Bacon Road and then with Sheriff Dept. will Escort - (STOP TRAFFIC) to allow the parade participants to cross Hwy 501 at the stoplights and keep straight across to Red Mountain Road.  The parade will cross the railroad track and will end at Rougemont Meadows.    Floats and other vehicles can continue down Red Mountain Road to Moore’s Mill Road located on your right, which takes you back to Hwy 501.    To Return to Festival, at the stoplight turn right heading north, turn left onto Bill Poole Road, there is a church on the left – New Harris Grove, parking for vehicles.  The Floats can park on Bacon Road where Parade began, across the street from the church.  TRANSPORTATION: Service will provide a shuttle vehicle to take you to the Festival Site. Volunteers will assist in providing transportation back to the Festival Site (quad in front of Roma’s Pizza area), where all the festivities, foods & crafts sales will be held on Red Mountain Road. No Political or inappropriate markings signage on entries or clothing.
There will be vendor food & craft sales as space is available.  Vendors bring your own tables, chairs, power cords,etc.(Mail Vendor Fee with Entry Form before March 18, 2026).  All Food Vendors must mail  Entry Form with Fee and on paper or letterhead list Name,  non-profit ID # and signature.   
FESTIVAL Starts at 10:00 a.m. - Gospel Music, Jazz, R&B, Bands and Country/Bluegrass Music, dance teams, games for kids and adults, Bingo, bowling, football toss, cake walk, moon bounce, fisherman games and more.
