Ford Special Vehicle Registry—Have you joined yet?

The Ford Special Vehicle Registry was launched in 2021, creating an official Ford connection to
active enthusiasts. This allows Ford Motor Company the ability to invite certain vehicles to exclusive
events or marketing opportunities such as photography, videography or special events. The registry
enables Ford to provide their loyal fan base a sanctioned community of its own.

Currently, only Mustang and Mustang Mach-E vehicles can be added to the registry. More vehicle
models will be available in the future.

Go to : https://specialvehicleregistry.com/signup. Once you have created an account and confirmed
your email address you will be able to login and access the “My Vehicles” page. From there you will
be able to select the button, “Add a Vehicle.”

Add as many Mustangs as you like, there is no limit.
There is no fee associated with the Registry.

The Benéefits to joining the Registry are:

Showcase Your Vehicle on the Registry, including pictures.

Find and display your vehicle's original factory NAVIS data.

Receive invitations to exclusive events.

Get a 10% discount off Ford Show Parts orders, including original dealership window stickers.
Connect and Build a Relationship with Ford.

When registering your vehicle, you will need your vehicle's year & VIN #. Don’t worry if you don’t know
the exact details about your vehicle because the original NAVIS data that is prepared for your vehicle
will correct any incorrect information.

There are some limitations on who can join the Ford Special Vehicle Registry. First off, you need to
reside in the United States or be a deployed service member with a U.S.-based home address.
Secondly, you must own an eligible vehicle model of the registry. We all qualify!
