GENERAL

Teachers should be committed and dedicated to Sunday school ministry resulting in the spiritual
growth and development of every child in favour of the Lord Jesus Christ.

Teachers are mandatorily expected to contribute to every child’s spiritual life in a structured way
which should give explicit visibility in every child’s daily life as the days/weeks pass and be recognized
during year end.

It's mandatory for Teachers to ensure students secure the best marks or at least pass marks in
Sunday school education.

Teachers should pray for their respective students in their daily personal/family prayer.

Teachers should participate in every activity of Sunday school (i.e)

¢ Menu for lunch and cleaning duty should be done whole-heartedly from time to time when
assigned (As per the branch need).

%+ Teachers are also responsible for engaging the children assigned to cleaning duty and training
them to work in church.

% Teacher’s monthly contributions and Anniversary contributions are to be paid for children’s
motivation.

+* Sunday School Anniversary preparation during year-end.

Sunday school will be conducted for “1 hour and 15 minutes” every Sunday after regular service post
students’ assembly/teacher’s prayer and lunch.

HEADMASTER

The headmaster holds the overall responsibility of the respective church /branch Sunday School
ministry, hence should be committed & dedicated to the ministry ensuring the spiritual growth and
development of every child & ministry pleasing to the Lord Jesus Christ.

Headmasters should be always mindful to fulfill the very purpose of establishing Sunday School
Ministry.

Headmasters should practice & ensure all teachers practice equity & faithfulness among children.

The headmaster is accountable for the overall performance & delivery of respective church Sunday
school ministry year after year, hence responsible for driving the entire team with prayer, spiritual
counsel & systematic planning.
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The headmaster should carefully monitor the contributions of every teacher over the spiritual life of
children & guide them from time to time for improvements /corrections.
To ensure all the activities & set disciplines are followed by all without deviations.
To ensure time management, timely start & end of the weekly assembly, weekly teachers' prayer,
food & classes (As per the branch need).
Ensure to provide duty allotment for all teachers on a rotation basis to conduct weekly children’s
assembly & teachers’ prayer post-completion of service.
¢ Weekly Children Assembly - New songs shall be taught to sing in subsequent week service,
questions shall be asked, small prizes shall be given to ascertain the quality of message
listening & also counsel shall be given (30 mins).
< Weekly Teachers Prayer — Teachers should pray for overall Sunday school ministry, concerns
& improvements shall be highlighted for corrections/appreciations.
Ensure the Sunday school schedule is followed by all teachers towards completion of portions on
time.
Ensure weekly 2 promise verses are received from Head Quarter church & communicated to all for
the student to memorize & recite next week (Oral students 1 verse & Written students 2 verse).
Ensure preparations & completion of tests/exams as per the schedule.
Ensure to maintain students'/teachers’ weekly attendance (for part of the year-end prize).
Encourage students to wear a white dress as a uniform for unity & equity, white dress attendance
shall be maintained for part of the year-end prize.
Ensure students take baptism & receive the anointing of the holy spirit at the appropriate age.
Ensure to join & ensure teachers are joining the monthly fellowship meeting of respective branches,
conducted by Head Quarters Church - Teachers unable to visit HQ directly shall be connected through
an online platform (Preferably Google Meet) with the link shared in the social media groups for HMs.
To ensure the planning of annual day programs/competitions after the completion of Semester
exams. To encourage teachers to practice for programs at a dedicated time during weekends without
causing any disturbances to the other formal prayer meetings.
Ensure offering is taken every week during class hours. Also, to advise class teachers to teach their
respective class students about free-will offerings and practice the same. This Offering shall be used
for the annual day prize purchase.
Initiate actions to bring new students & teachers year on year.
Ensure teachers are encouraging their students to participate in all programs and competitions of
Annual Day.

CLASS TEACHERS

Teachers must adhere to the Sunday school schedule.
Teachers should meditate and understand the lessons with prayer/spiritual revelations to conduct

classes on Sunday.

English / Tamil / Hindi / Punjabi medium teachers should conduct classes in their respective
languages compulsorily.

Teachers should ensure that the notes are available before the end of Jan with all the students in
their respective classes.

Teachers should ensure compulsory questions are prepared oral/written as per the date mentioned
in the model question paper.

Teachers should ensure that their students maintain a separate class notebook for writing Sunday
service messages and weekly promise verses every Sunday without fail.
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+* Teachers should ensure that students are observing every “Sunday service preaching” and
carefully writing in their notebooks with biblical references without fail - Teachers should
validate and sign it every Sunday (with Red pen).

+* Teachers should ensure weekly “2 Promise Verses” (sent from headquarters) are written by
the students in their Promise Verse notebook (Oral students 1 verse and Written Students 2
verses).
¢ Teachers should ensure students are memorizing the weekly promise verse(s) for reciting it

next Sunday.

Teachers should ensure the Holy Bible, Class notes, Promise Verses / Sunday messages notes and

other necessary needs are always available during class hours with students.

Teachers should ensure progress reports are updated and acknowledged by class teachers, parents,

and HM from time to time as per the periodic tests and exams.

Teachers should ensure to have contact details of their respective class students’ parents.

Teachers should educate students to pay offering wholeheartedly every Sunday and also be an

example for students by doing it.

Teachers are end-to-end responsible for their respective class students in terms of discipline and

behaviour, Sunday school education, and spiritual growth.

Teachers when planning to avail leave should plan for alternate teachers through HM by handing

over the syllabus and information to carry out the classes without impacting the schedule.

Teachers to ensure that they encourage their students to participate in all programs and

competitions of Annual Day.

SUBSTITUTE TEACHERS

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Teachers are responsible for the general discipline of Sunday school students — Monitoring and
reporting any indiscipline activities.

Teachers are responsible for substituting class teachers during their absence.

Teachers are responsible for the “admission & onboarding” of new students to their respective
classes.

Teachers are responsible for 100% communication with students/teachers on weekly and monthly
promise verses.

Teachers are responsible for asking compulsory questions, memory verses, and morals for exam
preparations as per the schedule.

Teachers are fully responsible for the delivery of Promise Verses 100% with better coordination with
class teachers and students.

Teachers are responsible for the timely start / end of assembly/lunch / classes / monthly counseling.
Teachers are responsible for ensuring students above 7th standard attend students counseling every
4th Sunday and all students attend special prayer.

Teachers are responsible for ensuring duty deliveries of duty students.

Teachers are responsible for follow-up and delivery of left-out monthly/annual prizes.

Teachers are responsible for receiving weekly Sunday School Offering.

Teachers are responsible for the readiness of the teacher’s prayer hall (as per the branch facility).
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
