Because? Because both would be doing the will of the
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one who sent them, honoring him. Beloved, what is

The Great “Indeed”

On the first day of the week, very early in the
morning, the women took the spices they had
prepared and went to the tomb. They found the
stone rolled away from the tomb, but when they
entered, they did not find the body of the Lord
Jesus. While they were wondering about this,
suddenly two men in clothes that gleamed like
lightning stood beside them. ... “Why do you
look for the living among the dead? He is not

here; He is risen!” Luke 24:1-6

In the last four months, we have celebrated the
Advent and birth of Jesus, we have heard of the
gathering of his 12 disciples and His teaching and His
miracles. And we have witnessed his ride into
Jerusalem, seen Him establish the communion for the
forgiveness of sin and for remembrance, we have seen
Him suffer anguish in the garden as He begged His
father to take the cup of sacrifice for the sins of the
world from his lips.

And this
salvation is a gift. It cannot be earned; there is nothing
within us that makes us deserving of this mercy and
grace. God is love; it is who He is and the glory is to
God alone. Ask God to grant you an awesome wonder,
a spirit of humility, the mantle of servanthood. What a
wonder our God is!! Indeed! Without any merit or

worthiness in me, God gave His only begotten Son to
suffer and die in my stead.

Each and every one of us is precious to God. We
each have been given gifts and talents, understanding
and resources. Indeed, we have been equipped to share
the message, to work the good work, to fight the good
fight and to do so with joy and great anticipation of
life eternal. You are held in God’s loving hands and He
will wipe away all of your tears. God loved you so
much “that he gave his one and only Son, that
whoever believes in him shall not perish but have
eternal life” jonn 3:16 niv).
