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Greetings from Pastor Sharp

Every October, we remember the
Reformation. On October 31, 1517, a
young German monk named Martin

7 Luther nailed his 95 Theses to the Church
Door in Wittenberg. He wasn’t trying to start a
new church—he wanted to call God’s people back
to the heart of the Gospel. In a time when many
were burdened by fear and weighed down by the
idea that they had to earn God’s favor, Luther
boldly proclaimed what Scripture makes clear: we
are saved by grace alone, through faith alone, in
Christ alone.

That simple yet life-changing truth set people
free, and sparked change. The Bible was translated
into the language of the people, hymns were
written for the congregation to sing, and the focus
of worship was placed again on God’s Word and
promises. Through Luther and the other
Reformers, God brought renewal to His Church.

Those same truths remain our foundation
today. Scripture alone, grace alone, faith alone,
and Christ alone—are
the living reality of our
faith. They remind us
that salvation is God’s
gift, received through
faith in Jesus, who has
done everything for us.

This fall in worship,
we’re walking
through the “Stories of
Old”, hearing how God
led, rescued, and renewed
His people in the Old
Testament. Those stories
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point us to the same faithful God, Martin Luther
sought to bring back to the forefront and the same
faithful God who renews His Church today—by
His Word, in Baptism, and at His Table.

As we mark Reformation Day, let’s remember:
the Church (God’s people) is always being
renewed—not by new programs or clever ideas,
but by the living Word of God. And so, my prayer
is that the Lord would continue to renew our
congregation here at HOPE, so that we hold fast to
Christ alone and joyfully share His Gospel with
others.

But when he heard it, he said,
“Those who are well have no
need of a physician, but
those who are sick. Go
and learn what this
means: ‘I  desire
mercy, and not
sacrifice.” For I came
not to call the righteous, but

sinners.” Matthew 9:12-13 (ESV)

This passage records Jesus’ response to
the Pharisees when they criticized Him for
socializing with tax collectors and sinners.
Today we hear sayings like, “You’re judged
by the company you keep,” with the moral,

“Run with dogs, and you’ll end up with fleas.” But
Jesus Christ, God incarnate, did not come to
exclude the least, the lost, the lonely, or the
misbegotten. Instead, He tells the self-righteous
Pharisees that He is spending His precious and
limited time on earth doing exactly what His
Father sent Him to do: bringing salvation to all
people.

The sobering truth is that
no matter who we are, we all
have a terminal disease—
sin. When Jesus said,
“I have not come
to call the
righteous,” He
was pointing to
the truth that He
came to save all of
us. Even the
Pharisees, experts in Scripture,
would have recognized in the Psalms:
“There is none who does good, not
even one.” pqims3:3 The good news (and it is



truly very good news!) is that in His mercy and
grace,

For God so loved the world, that he gave his
only Son, that whoever believes in him should

not perish but have eternal life. John 3:16

Though we are all sinners, our salvation is
secured; the sacrifice has been made, and we are
healed.

With this gift of healing, we can and should
move forward, sharing the good news. We are
called to love our neighbors, seek out the poor and
homeless, embrace those with whom we disagree,
and welcome those outside our social circles—
because these are the very people Jesus invites to
the table. The company we keep should be every
beloved child of God; everyone has a place at the
foot of the cross.

A healthy heart enables us to live lives of
gratitude: to praise, pray, and give thanks; to be
generous and inclusive; and to share words of
salvation with those on the margins. What a
glorious calling! Use your healed, healthy heart to
live the life Christ has granted us,
being His hands and
feet, proclaiming life
and hope for all
people.

Latin for “The Word of the Lord
Endures Forever,” this motto of the
Lutheran branch of the Protestant
Reformation comes from 1 Peter 1:25.
Frederick the Wise, ruler of Saxony and
one of Martin Luther’s earliest and most
influential supporters, had the VDMA symbol
sewn into the right sleeve of the official garments
worn at his court. The symbol also appeared on
banners, flags, swords, and uniforms, representing
the unity of the Lutheran laity in standing firm in
their faith.

Federico el Sabio, gobernante de
Sajonia y uno de los primeros y mds
influyentes apoyos de Martin Lutero, mando a
bordar el simbolo VDMA en la manga derecha de
los trajes oficiales usados en su corte. El simbolo
también aparecié en estandartes, banderas,
espadas y uniformes, representando la unidad de
los laicos luteranos al mantenerse firmes en su fe.
