“Men of Israel, hear 
these words: Jesus of Nazareth, a man attested to you by God with mighty works and wonders and 
signs that God did through him in your midst, as you yourselves know— this Jesus,

according to the definite plan and foreknowledge of God, you crucified and killed by the hands of 
lawless men. God raised him up, loosing the pangs of death, because it was not possible for him to 
be held by it.

Being 
therefore exalted at the right hand of God, and having received from the Father the promise of the 
Holy Spirit, he has poured out this that you yourselves are seeing and hearing. For David did not 
ascend into the heavens, but he himself says, “‘The Lord said to my Lord, “Sit at my right hand, 
until I make your enemies your footstool.”’

it wishes, and you hear its sound, but you do not know where it comes from or where it goes. So it 
is with everyone who is born of the Spirit.” Nicodemus said to him, “How can these things 
be?” Jesus answered him, “Are you the teacher of Israel and yet you do not understand these 
things? Truly, truly, I say to you, we speak of what we know, and bear witness to what we have 
seen, but you

 
do not receive our testimony. If I have told you earthly things and you do not believe, 

how can you believe if I tell you heavenly things? No one has ascended into heaven except he who 
descended from heaven, the Son of Man.

 
And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, so 

must the Son of Man be lifted up, that whoever believes in him may have eternal life. “For God so
