= There are those who may not enjoy

looking back at the past or
remembering it. Yet it is also said that to
remember is to live. Perhaps recalling something
bad or unpleasant isn’t enjoyable. But let’s think:
if we were driving and didn’t have a rear-view
mirror, we wouldn’t set out on the road. The past
is like that: when we drive, we don’t keep our eyes
fixed on the rear-view mirror, but glance at it
occasionally. That’s how the past appears in our
daily lives.
Today I want us to meditate together on 1
Samuel 7:12:

Then Samuel took a stone and set it up
between Mizpah and Shen and called its
name Ebenezer; for he said, “Till now the
Lord has helped us.”

Samuel, as a leader, gathers the people at
Mizpah. They bring the ark, consecrate Eleazar to
guard it, and it remains there for twenty years.
Samuel exhorts them; they pray and fast,
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confessing their sins. The Philistines rise against
them, and the Israelites cry out to the Lord for
help. Samuel offers sacrifices, and the Lord
confuses the Philistines with a great uproar. Israel
defeats them and pursues them as far as Beth-car
(7:1-13). Samuel raises a stone as a memorial and
calls it Ebenezer: “Till now the Lord has helped
us.”

Let us look back on the past a little and see
that we have passed through another year filled
with challenges and trials: illnesses, problems—
part of being human. But the Lord has been our
strength, because, as Paul said: I can do all things
through him who strengthens me. phi. 4:13

Lord, thank You for another year of life, and
as we begin 2026, we entrust ourselves to
You, because only with Your help can we
continue forward. Amen.

Los filisteos suben contra ellos, los israelitas
claman al Sefor por ayuda, Samuel ofrece
sacrificios, y el Sefior confunde a los filisteos con
un gran estruendo. Israel los derrota y los

persigue hasta Bet Car (7:1-13). Samuel levanta
una piedra como monumento recordatorio y la
denomina Ebenezer: Hasta aqui nos ha ayudado
el Serior.

For I know the plans I have for you, declares
the Lord, plans for welfare and not for evil, to

give you a future and a hope. Jeremiah 29:11

Blessed New Year! We turn the calendar to a
whole set of blank pages. Although we may mark
birthdays and anniversaries for the future, and note
when holidays will be celebrated, so much
remains unknown. God asks us to “walk by faith,
not by sight” ; corintians 57, which can be
challenging when things feel disorganized,
distressing, distracting, disturbing, or even
devastating.

The defeated people were
not kept in prisons; instead, they
were to lend their talents and
intellectual gifts to enhance their
place of exile. Although the people
were strangers in a strange land (and
would remain so for the next 70 years),
Jeremiah encourages them to build
houses, plant vineyards, get married,
and even pray for the Shalom
(complete peace and well-being of body, mind,
and spirit) of their new city. This letter assured
them that God had not forgotten them, that He still
held them in the palm of His hand, and that they
would be blessed and one day return to their
beloved homeland.

Are you feeling “out of place and in the wrong
time”? Resolve to remember that God has a plan
and a purpose for your life. Resolve to spend more
time in Scripture, in prayer, and in worship.
Resolve to find ways to serve your neighbor. Build
houses, plant vineyards, celebrate weddings—and
remember to resolve to be hopeful, to find joy, and
to lift your voice in praise and thanksgiving.
Resolve to remember the promise that

“the sufferings of this present time are not
worth comparing with the glory that is to be

revealed to us.” Romans 8:18

Step into the New Year with gratitude that God has
given you a future filled with hope, with His love
surrounding you, and with opportunities to share
the good news!

You can fill those blank spaces in your
calendar with days of love, joy, hope, service,
faith, and Shalom. Resolve to embrace God’s
promise of secured salvation. Step into the power
of God dwelling in you, and resolve to walk
with Jesus, bringing new life and
hope to all people. Blessed New
Year!

Esta carta les aseguraba que Dios
no los habia olvidado, que atin los sostenia en la
palma de Su mano, y que serian bendecidos Yy,
algun dia, regresarian a su amada tierra natal.

The Christian church has long been
symbolized by a ship. While the Old
Testament tells of Noah’s ark preserving
righteous people during the flood, the

New Testament recounts Jesus calming &

the storm that battered the disciples’

fishing boat. St. Ambrose described the church as a
ship with the cross as its mast, and others have
compared salvation to being drawn out of the sea
of death into the safety of the church (ship).
Indeed, many large churches are constructed to
represent a big boat, with the main worship space
called the nave — Latin for ship.
