The Sixth Sunday of Easter ¢ May 5
10:00 AM ¢ the Rev. Katie Lyon ¢ New Member Welcome
This Sunday’s image of the life the risen Christ shares with us is the image of friendship.
We are called to serve others as Jesus came to serve, but for John'’s gospel, the image of
servanthood is too hierarchical, too distant, to capture the essence of life with Christ.
Friendship captures the love, the joy, the deep mutuality of the relationship into which
Christ invites us. The Greeks believed that true friends are willing to die for each other.
This is the mutual love of Christian community commanded by
Christ and enabled by the Spirit.

The Seventh Sunday of Easter ¢ May 12
10:00 AM ¢ the John Richter
The gospel for Easter’s seventh Sunday is always taken from the long prayer Jesus prays
for his followers in John'’s gospel on the night before his death, and always includes Jesus’
desire that his followers will be one as he and the Father are one. This oneness is not mere
doctrinal agreement or institutional unity, but mutual abiding, interpenetrating life, mutual
love, and joy. This oneness is the work of the Spirit whom we have received but also await.
Come, Holy Spirit!

Day of Pentecost ¢ May 19
10:00 AM ¢ the Rev. Katie Lyon
Fifty days after Easter, we celebrate the outpouring of the Holy Spirit on Pentecost.
Crossing all boundaries that would separate us, the Spirit brings the wideness of God’s
mercy to places we least expect it—to a crowd of strangers of different lands and tongues,
to dry bones, to our weak hearts. Jesus promises his disciples that they will be
accompanied by the Holy Spirit, and that this Spirit reveals the truth. We celebrate that we
too have been visited with this same Spirit. Guided by the truth, we join together in
worship, and then disperse to share the fullness of Christ’s love with the world.

When we say God is the triune God, we are saying something about who God is beyond,
before, and after the universe: that there is community within God. Our experience of this
is reflected in Paul’s words today. When we pray to God as Jesus prayed to his Abba (an
everyday, intimate parental address), the Spirit prays within us, creating between us and
God the same relationship Jesus has with the one who sent him.

Time After Pentecost ¢ June 2
10:00 AM ¢ the Rev. Katie Lyon
Deuteronomy makes clear that sabbath-keeping is meant for the welfare of all.
God delivered the Israelites out of slavery, so they should observe this freedom
with a day of rest. No one should work seven days a week; even slaves and
foreigners should be able to rest. Yet human beings can turn even the most
liberating religious practice into a life-destroying rule. Jesus does not reject
sabbath-keeping, but defends its original life-enhancing meaning.
Our worship and our religious way of life are to lead to restoration:
the hungry being fed and the sick being healed.

Time After Pentecost ¢ June 9
10:00 AM ¢ the Rev. Katie Lyon
A house divided against itself cannot stand. Jesus makes this observation in light
of charges that he is possessed. He is possessed, not by a demon, but by the Holy
Spirit. We who have received the Holy Spirit through baptism have been joined to
Christ’s death and resurrection and knit together in the body of Christ. Those
with whom we sing and pray this day are Jesus’ family.
With them we go forth in peace to do the will of God.

Time After Pentecost ¢ June 16
10:00 AM ¢ the Rev. Katie Lyon
The mustard seed becomes a great shrub that shelters the birds, recalling ancient
images of the tree of life. We’d expect a cedar or a sequoia, but Jesus finds the
power of God better imaged in a tiny, no-account seed.
1t’s not the way we expect divine activity to look. Yet the tree of life is here, in the
cross around which we gather, the tree into which we are grafted through
baptism, the true vine that nourishes us with its fruit in the cup we share.
It may not appear all that impressive, but while nobody’s looking it grows with a
power beyond our understanding.

In story and song, Vacation Bible School participants share what they have
learned: how to mend God’s world by feeding hungry people, helping those who
are sick or hurting, learning to forgive, praying for those in need,
and resting in God’s love.

10:00 AM ¢ the Tom Scornavacchi

A woman finds healing by touching Jesus’ cloak, and a girl is restored to life

when he takes her by the hand. In both cases a boundary is crossed: in Jesus’
time the hemorrhaging woman was considered ritually unclean, polluting others
by her touch, and anyone who touched a corpse also became unclean. In Mark’s
gospel Jesus breaks down barriers, from his first meal at a tax collector’s house

to his last breath on the cross as the temple curtain is torn in two.
We dare to touch Jesus in our “uncleanness” and to live as a
community that defines no one as an outsider.

Stephen Ministers are lay congregation members who are trained to provide confidential one-to-one Christian care to
people who are experiencing a difficult time in life. It might be a serious medical diagnosis, losing your job, a death in
the family, divorce, or other challenge. Stephen Ministers meet with you weekly to listen to you, encourage you, and
provide spiritual and emotional support. Atonement’s Stephen Ministers are here to walk with you.

Kimbeall, Bill Laubach, Bob Sharetts, Ray Warmkessel and Sue Ziemer. You will see us on Sundays wearing our blue
name badges. Please feel free to talk with us about this Christ-centered caring ministry.

What is it like to be in a caring relationship with a Stephen Minister? Here is what one Atonement member says:

When my daughter died, I was very sad and lonely. Lois Hein asked if I would like a Stephen Minister and I said “yes.”
1 could talk about anything, and she would listen. At the end of our visit we would pray together. I really felt like God
was present with us. [ am so glad I said “yes” to a Stephen Minister.
