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2014 was a very busy year for Dolly 
Parton. Earlier in the year, Dolly 
released her new album entitled 
‘Blue Smoke.’ In the summer of 
the same year, she fi nished her 
Blue Smoke World Tour. During 
her tour, 55+ Magazine was given 
the opportunity to participate in 
a virtual press conference from 
Stockholm (Dolly was performing 
there) with 70 other journalists 
from around the globe. Our 
magazine was honored to be 
chosen to be one of the few to ask 
Dolly a question. We are going to 
open this article with this question 
and Dolly’s response.

55+: “We have a 55+ population 
of about 2 million living here in 
Southeast Florida and they would 
love to know how you maintain 
such an abundant positive energy 
over 5 decades of your career and 
secondly, you just performed ‘Jolene’ 
at the Glastonbury Festival 40 years 
after its release in 1974. How does it 
make you feel that the song is still 
so recognized?”

DP “Well, fi rst of all, ‘Jolene’, I am 
just so proud of that little song. A lot 
of people don’t realize it but that’s 
the song that I have written that has 
been recorded more than any other 
song by other artists throughout the 
world. I still enjoy singing it and it 
makes me feel great. That song…. I 
think it’s just so easy to sing… it’s 
got that bouncy little feeling and I 
think that a lot of people relate to it. 
So I am very proud of ‘Jolene’ and I 
am very glad people are still liking 

2014 fue un año muy ocupado 
para Dolly Parton. A principios de 
año, Dolly lanzó su nuevo álbum 
titulado ‘Blue Smoke.’ En el verano 
de este mismo año, terminó su 
Blue Smoke World Tour. Durante 
su gira, la revista 55+ Magazine  
tuvo la oportunidad de participar 
en una conferencia de prensa 
virtual de Dolly desde Estocolmo 
con otros 70 periodistas de todo 
el globo. Nuestra revista tuvo el 
honor de ser elegida para realizarle 
una pregunta.

55+ “Tenemos una población 
de mas de 55 años de alrededor 
de 2 millones que viven aquí en 
el sureste de la Florida y que les 
encantaría saber cómo mantiene 
una energía positiva tan abundante 
por más de 5 décadas de su 
carrera y en segundo lugar, acaba 
de cantar ‘Jolene’ en el Festival 
Glastonbury 40 años después del

reconocida?“

DP “Bueno, en primer lugar, 
‘Jolene’, estoy muy orgullosa de esa 
pequeña canción. Mucha gente no 
se da cuenta, pero esa canción que 
he escrito se ha registrado más que 
cualquier otra canción por otros 
artistas en todo el mundo. Todavía 
disfruto cantarla y me hace sentir 
muy bien. Esa canción.... Creo que

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muchas personas se refi eren a ella. 
Así que estoy muy orgullosa de

Of 
course, you see yourself getting 
older, you notice little things, you 
know, as the years go by. But that 
doesn’t mean you need to stop. You 
just need to take care of things as 
they come along but keep a good 
attitude above everything else. I try 
to keep myself busy and creative. 
I have good doctors, good make-
up, a good attitude and whatever it 
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takes to keep myself looking better 
and feeling better…that’s what I am 
going to try to do from now on.”

Dolly’s new album, ‘Blue Smoke’ 
was number 42 in her incredible 
music career. All her albums 
have reached Top 10 status on 
the country charts with 6 (so far) 
reaching number 1. ‘Blue Smoke’ 
was released in many countries 
during her Blue Smoke World Tour 
and it is her highest-charting solo 

presentando, pero mantener una 
buena actitud sobre todo lo demás.

Todos 
sus álbumes han alcanzado el 
estado de Top 10 en las listas de 
country con 6 (hasta el momento) 
alcanzando número 1. ‘Blue 
Smoke’ fue lanzado en muchos 
países durante su Blue Smoke 
World Tour y es su álbum que mas 
alto ha alcanzado en los “charts.” 
Su gira cubrió muchas regiones 
diferentes del mundo, incluyendo 
Australia, Nueva Zelanda, Estados 
Unidos y varios países europeos. 
El 29 de junio de 2014, Dolly cantó 
por primera vez en el Festival de 
Glastonbury en el Reino Unido. 
Cantó canciones como ‘Jolene’ y ‘9 
to 5’ a una gran multitud de más 
de 100.000. En este evento, Dolly 
celebró un evento de prensa en la 
que recibió una placa que celebra la 
venta de 100 millones de álbumes 
en todo el mundo. Este gran honor 
fue otorgado por la Asociación 
de la Industria Discográfi ca de 
Estados Unidos. Después de recibir 
esta placa, Dolly dijo “Estuve tan 
ocupada grabando discos en las 
últimas décadas que no me di 
cuenta que yo había acumulado 
tantas ventas. ¡Qué gran honor 
saber que tengo tantos fans que 
me han apoyado a través de los 
años. Gracias a la RIAA para el 
reconocimiento y la placa ....

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Dolly es una de las artistas 
femeninas más honrada de todos 
los tiempos.

Algunos de estos incluyen 
premios Grammy, American Music 
Awards, y Asociación Country 
Music Awards por su trabajo en 
la industria de la música.

album ever. Her tour covered many 
different regions of the world 
including Australia, New Zealand, 
the United States and several 
European countries. On June 29, 
2014, Dolly performed for the fi rst 
time at the UK Glastonbury Festival. 
She sang songs such as ‘Jolene’ and 
‘9 to 5’ to a large crowd of over 
100,000. At this event, Dolly held 
a press event where she received 
a plaque celebrating sales of 100 
million albums worldwide. This 
great honor was bestowed by the 
Recording Industry Association of 
America. After receiving this plaque, 
Dolly said “I’ve been so busy making 
records for the past several decades, 
I didn’t realize I had racked up so 
many sales. What a great honor to 
know that I have so many fans that 
have supported me through the 
years. Thanks to the RIAA for the 
acknowledgment and the plaque…. I 
feel very honored and proud.”

Dolly is one of the most-honored 
female country performers of 
all time. The list would be quite 
lengthy if we were to mention all of 
the awards given to Dolly. Some of 
these include Grammys, American 
Music Awards, and Country Music 
Association Awards for her work in 
the music industry. The list would 
be even longer to include all of her 
nominations. She is very proud of 
the songs she has written and when 
asked, Dolly said, “I’ve always been 
a writer. My songs are the door to 
every dream I’ve ever had and every 
success I’ve ever achieved.”  

Dolly also has many nominations 
for her work in fi lms. Some of 
her memorable performances 
included roles in ‘9 to 5,’ ‘The Best 
Little Whorehouse in Texas,’ ’ Steel 
Magnolias’ and ‘Joyful Noise,’ just to 
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name a few. She received two Oscar 
nominations, one for writing the 
title tune to ’9 to 5’ and the other 
for ‘Travelin’ Thru’ from the fi lm 
‘Transamerica.’

Her work in television is just as 
impressive. Many of our readers 
remember Dolly closing her TV show 
each week with her signature song, 
‘I Will Always Love You.’ We sat in 
front of our television sets feeling 
that Dolly was singing directly to us 
and it was very moving.

In 2006, she received the ‘Kennedy 
Center Honors’ from the John F. 
Kennedy Center for the Performing 
Arts for her lifetime of contributions 
to the arts. 

Even with all these honors, 
she has always been a very ‘real’ 
person. Going to Dolly’s website

Primeros Años 
Dolly nació en el condado de 

Sevier, Tennessee, sus padres, 
Robert Lee Parton, un cultivador 
de tabaco, y su esposa Avie Lee. El 
padre pagó el médico que ayudó 
su nacimiento con una bolsa de 
harina de avena. Ella fue el cuarto 
de doce hijos y ha descripto a su 
familia como “extremadamente 
pobre”. Sus primeras canciones: 
‘Coat of Many Colors’ y ‘In the 
Good Old Days (When Times Were 
Bad)’ recordaron la pobreza de su 
familia. Vivían en una cabaña 
rústica, de una sola habitación 
en Locust Ridge, justo al norte 
del valle de Greenbrier de las 
Great Smoky Mountains, un área 
predominantemente Pentecostal. 

La Música jugó un papel 
importante en su vida temprana. 
Dolly comenzó a actuar siendo 
niña, cantando en programas 
de radio y televisión locales. El 
día después de que se graduó de 
la escuela secundaria en 1964, 
se mudó a Nashville. Su éxito 
inicial en Nashville llegó como 
compositora. Su primer single, 
‘Dumb Blonde’ (una de las pocas 
canciones que grabó pero no 
escribió), alcanzó el puesto # 24 
en la lista de la música country a 
principios de 1967, siguió el mismo 
año con ‘Something Fishy’, que 
llegó al # 17. Las dos canciones 
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you can read about the bronze 
statue of her, which stands on the 
courthouse lawn in her hometown 
of Sevierville, Tennessee. Dolly says 
it’s her “greatest honor, because it 
came from the people who know 
me.”

Early Years
Dolly was born in Sevier County, 

Tennessee to Robert Lee Parton, a 
tobacco farmer, and his wife Avie 
Lee. Parton’s father paid the doctor 
who helped deliver her with a bag of 
oatmeal. She was fourth of twelve 
children and she has described her 
family as being “dirt poor”. Her early 
songs: ‘Coat of Many Colors’ and ‘In 
the Good Old Days (When Times 
Were Bad)’ recalled her family’s 
poverty. They lived in a rustic, 
one-room cabin in Locust Ridge 
just north of the Greenbrier Valley 
of the Great Smoky Mountains, 
a predominantly Pentecostal 
area. Music played an important 
role in her early life. Dolly began 
performing as a child, singing on 
local radio and television programs. 
The day after she graduated from 
high school in 1964, she moved to 
Nashville. Her initial success in 
Nashville came as a songwriter. Her 
fi rst country single, “Dumb Blonde” 
(one of the few songs that she 
recorded but did not write), reached 
#24 on the country music chart in 
early 1967, followed the same year 
with “Something Fishy”, which went 
to #17. The two songs were part of 
her fi rst full-length album, ‘Hello, 
I’m Dolly.’ 

Dolly Parton has a wonderful long 
history of success and you can read 
more about it on her website www.

Once the Assisted Living Facilities 
were established, the need for 
other types of alternative housing 
came to light such as Independent 
Living, Adult Family Care Homes 
and Alzheimer-Dementia Units. 
In Florida, small, six bed facilities 
(private homes) are gaining 
popularity due to the fact that they 
can provide even more personalized 
care. They are licensed and 
regulated by the same agencies that 
govern all of the Assisted Living 
Facilities, regardless of size. 

Many people do not completely 
understand the concept of, or what 
is actually offered in an Assisted 
Living Facility (ALF).

A prospective candidate for an 
ALF is usually in need of at least 
one or more Activities of Daily 
Living (ADLs). Some of the ADLs 
are showering, dressing, toileting 
and medication management. The 
staff of an ALF is trained to provide 
assistance with all of those ADLs 
along with housekeeping, laundry, 
transportation and social activities. 

Most facilities are paid for by 
private, “out of pocket” funds. 
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However, fi nancial assistance can 
be found through the Veteran’s 
Administration, Long Term Care 
Insurance, and state programs, if 
certain requirements are met. 

   
Overall, the best way to describe 

Assisted Living is to think of it as a 
bridge between living at home and 
living in a Skilled Nursing Facility. 
Assisted Living has a residential 
focus with a home-like environment 
while a Nursing Home is primarily a 
medical institution. 

Placement Counselors has been 
helping families fi nd placement 
for their loved ones since 1999. We 
provide experienced counselors who 
have been in the healthcare fi eld for 
over 20 years and are knowledgeable 
in all aspects of placement including 
all fi nancial programs available.

The Broward 2-1-1 
Senior Touchline 

is saving lives by providing a free daily 
telephone call to seniors age 60 and over 
who live alone in Broward County. 

In March 2013, Irene Bell was standing 
on a stool in her kitchen, stretching for a 
treat for her service dog when she lost her 
balance and fell. Irene, who lives alone, 
was hurt and couldn’t move. When Irene 
missed her 9 a.m. call from Broward 2-1-1, 
a BSO deputy was dispatched. 

Without 2-1-1 Irene might not have 
gotten the help she needed. Here’s how 
it works: three calls are placed to the 
senior’s home within an hour. If there 
is no response, Broward 2-1-1 Senior 
Touchline alerts BSO and a deputy is sent 
to the residence immediately. 

The daily call counselor also 
establishes a caring, reliable relationship. 
The counselor can connect seniors with 
agencies and organizations that can 
provide needed food, transportation, or 
required medication.

3. El Cónyuge sobreviviente 
deberá haber estado casado en el 
momento de su fallecimiento.

4. Debe necesitar ayuda con al 
menos dos AVD.

5. Debe cumplir con los requsitos 
de ingresos y bienes por la VA.

6. Debe tener por lo menos 
65 años de edad o incapacitado 
totalmente.

The Veteran’s benefi t is designed 
to provide fi nancial assistance to 
help cover the cost of long term care 
in the home, in an Assisted Living 
Facility or in a Skilled Nursing Home. 

The benefi t is for Veterans and 
surviving spouses who require 
a caregiver in at least two of the 
Activities of Daily Living (ADLs).  
Some of those ADLs are dressing, 
bathing, cooking, eating, grooming, 
transportation, etc. 

This benefi t is called Aid and 
Attendance and a Veteran or a 
surviving spouse never has to pay it 
back or pay taxes on it.

There are certain requirements 
that one has to meet in order to 
receive this benefi t. Some of them 
are: 

1. Must have served at least 90 
days of active duty and one of those 
days must be during war time. 

2. Must have anything other than 
a dishonorable discharge.

3. Surviving spouse must have 
been married to a Veteran at the 
time of his/her passing. 

4. Must need assistance with at 
least two ADLs.

5. Must meet income and asset 
criteria required by the VA.

6. Must be at least 65 years old or 
totally disabled.
