BEACH RULES

The Club operates on a policy of friendship, courtesy, cooperation and consideration for others. Observing
precautions so as to prevent accidents is an equally important part of this policy. It is important, therefore, that club
members inform family, guests and renters of the following beach rules.
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Pets are not permitted on the beach or in the swimming area.

Swimming is not permitted in the area reserved for boat use. Swimming from one float to the other float is not
permitted.

Boats and canoes are not permitted in the area reserved for swimming.

Boats must reduce to slow (headway speed only) from the swimming float and the ski float and the ski float
area to the boat dock

Heavy floating objects, such as wooden or metal rafts, are not permitted in the swimming area.

The Boat Law of the State of Maine must be observed at all times. (Copies of the current Maine State Law may
be obtained from the Town Offices in Center Lovell.)

Rough play is not permitted in the water, on floats, docks, bridges or other areas of the Club property.

Ball and Frisbee throwing is not permitted on the beach or other common areas when it will interfere with
others.

The south float is to be used for swimming and diving only. The current depth of water should be observed
before diving.

The north float is to be used for water towing activities only. No swimming is permitted from the float.
Fishing is permitted from the docks and floats but only at times when swimmers and skiers are not present.

Drinking glasses, bottles, and other containers that present a hazard when broken are not permitted on the
beach.

Personal belongings must be removed from the beach, docks and other areas at the end of the day or placed in
the “Gum house”.

Curfew for gatherings at the beach is 11:00 p.m.
All fires on the beach must be completely extinguished when left unattended.
Users of “jet skis” may neither launch nor land them from property in Boulder Brook.

Consumption of alcoholic beverage is not permitted on the beach, docks or floats.
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
