What every volunteer should know before coming to the Ranch.
· The rescues top priority are our rescue animals. They come first in all that we do! When they first arrive, the horses and/or donkeys we rescue are often genuinely afraid of people. As a volunteer, you will play a critical part in helping these animals understand that not all people are bad. We guarantee you that this encounter with our rescue animals will be like no other experience you have ever had. 
· The rescue is located on private property so you are required to have approval of volunteering before arriving. 
· Public restrooms are not available on property but there is a McDonalds nearby. 
· Volunteers may be required to complete a training period set by SSRR before being able to work closer with the animals. For questions, please talk to our Rescue Director Tammy or Volunteer Coordinator Angel.
· Regular daily chores include: dump/scrub/fill water buckets and troughs, stall cleaning, pasture cleaning, and general cleaning. There is always something to do.
· After your set training period, chores may also include but are not limited to: bathing, grooming, braiding, and anything else that might need to be done. 
· Please wear closed-toe shoes or boots. No flip-flops or sandals for your safety. Please do not wear jewelry or clothes that are important to you as they may get ripped or stained. 
· Please bring your own small cooler with water/hydration and snacks.
· It is also recommended to bring/wear sunscreen, hat, and sunglasses.
· We need volunteers when it is hot, cold, and/or rainy.
· When you arrive be ready to work and most of all have fun! This is an experience that is not easily put into words.
