October is National Breast Cancer Awareness Month. Breast cancer is the second most common cancer among women
in the United States. According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), while the rate of breast cancer
diagnosis is lower for Black women than for white women, Black women have a breast cancer death rate of 26.8 per
100,000 compared to 18.8 per 100,000 for white women.

Early detection can save lives. The CDC National Breast and Cervical Cancer Early Detection Program provide breast
cancer screenings to low-income, uninsured, and underinsured women. The program is available through state and territorial
health departments and American Indian or Alaska Native organizations. Find your state's, territory's, or Tribe's program.
