Membership Agreement

The mission of Whidbey Clay Center is to support clay artists by providing an ideal setting for the development of skills, aesthetic and community. Studio memberships are designed for people with pottery experience to work independently. Please note that membership is not intended for production potters or high-volume studio work. Membership includes full access to all of the communal equipment housed in the studio. It does not include classes, workshops, additional private sessions, clay or personal tools. All members must be 18 years or older.

Membership Options:


Monthly Membership: 

$200.00 per month. 

Quarterly Membership: 

$360.00 for 3 months



Six Month Membership: 

$690.00 for 6 months


Annual Membership: 

$1,320.00 for 12 months
Membership includes:

· Access to equipment, tools and glaze.
· Bisque and glaze firing to the studio standard. 
· Members Only events and workshops offered at the studio.
· Your own personal shelf space for clay and tool storage.
· Community shelf space for works in progress.
Members are responsible for:

· Knowing and complying with Whidbey Clay Center rules.

· Clearly labeling all work.

· Cleaning up work area when finished. 

· Clean and return all tools and equipment to the proper location.

· Personal NIOSHA approved mask or respirator.

· Obtaining approval for all outside clay and glaze before using at studio.

· Recycling or disposing of all outside clay used. 

Members will be assessed additional charges for:

· Clay purchased from Whidbey Clay Center, 25 lb. bag: $20 including tax. 
· Damage to kiln shelves caused by glaze drips up to $30.00.  
· Damage to equipment from misuse or neglect.
Tools: While the studio provides access to basic tools, members must purchase and use their own set of tools.
Pets: No pets are allowed in the studio.

Guests: Non-members, including family members, friends and customers may visit for short periods. Under no circumstances are guests allowed to work in the studio. 
Firing Risks:  Every possible care will be taken with member’s work at all stages: loading, firing and unloading. Damage may still occasionally occur. We will do our best to avoid problems that can be averted. This includes not firing anything until it is truly “bone dry”, not loading anything that looks like it could drip or spatter glaze or still has glaze on the bottom or near the bottom of the piece. _______ I understand that there are inherent risks when having my work fired.
_______ I will not hold Whidbey Clay Center financially responsible for any damages to my work. 

Health Concerns: Working with clay poses certain health risks with regard to dust and chemical exposure. To keep these risks at an absolute minimum for everyone, the following protocols must be followed by all members. Please initial below:
_______ Lead, barium and other heavy metals (sometimes found in glaze) are never allowed in the studio.

_______ Absolutely no sanding of pottery is allowed inside the studio. Sanding may be done outside over the sink, but a N95 particulate respirator must be worn. Dust must be cleaned up promptly with a wet sponge.  
_______ Trimming of bone dry clay is not allowed.

_______ Sweeping is not allowed, with the exception of leather hard clay scraps. Any clay on the floor should be cleaned up promptly with a wet sponge and water bucket. 

_______ I understand that there are inherent health risks when working with clay. I will not hold Whidbey Clay Center financially responsible for any injury or health condition incurred while on the premises.       

Works in Progress and Pick-up of completed work: Please initial below:
_______ Any works left or not worked on for 30 days will become the property of Whidbey Clay Center.
_______ All abandoned work in progress will be recycled or discarded without notice: which includes work not labeled or illegible labeling, work left in the community work area, pieces under plastic (or not) which have dried out, and/or unlabeled bisque pieces which have been on the shelf longer than 15 days.
Cancellation/termination of Membership at Whidbey Clay Center: Membership may be cancelled for any reason with thirty days written notice. Please initial below. I understand that to cancel my membership, I will:

Give Whidbey Clay Center written notice 30 days prior to cancellation.
______
Clean off the shelf and remove any pottery and personal items from the studio.
______
Any items left will become property of Whidbey Clay Center.

______
Membership fees are non-refundable and will not be pro-rated.
I understand that membership is a privilege and Whidbey Clay Center has the right to terminate my membership at will.  Whidbey Clay Center is not responsible to refund or pro-rate any prepaid membership fees at termination of membership. All items left on member shelf 5 days after membership termination will be recycled or discarded as appropriate.

Whidbey Clay Center will cancel membership: 

· For repeated violation of studio rules and procedures.

· For misuse and/or neglect of equipment, tools, glaze or the studio in general.

· For failure to be respectful of other members, their work or their privacy.

· If I come to Whidbey Clay Center under the influence of alcohol or other drugs.

· If I bring or consume alcohol on the premises without the consent of Whidbey Clay Center.

· If I create drug paraphernalia at the studio and/or bring it to the studio to be fired.

· If I bring or use drugs at Whidbey Clay Center.

· If I touch the kiln without permission from Whidbey Clay Center management.

· If I do not pay my membership fees before my renewal date.

· If I steal from Whidbey Clay Center or anyone else at the studio.

I have read the Membership Agreement and I agree to the conditions listed. I understand the studio rules can change, and I agree to follow any future revision of the rules. I agree not to hold Whidbey Clay Center financially liable for any injury that is incurred on the premises.
I understand membership fees are subject to change with a minimum of 30 days notice.
