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In a demonstration of remote control by the United States Air Force, a
pilot-less jet aircraft wheeled onto the runway of an airport, taxied to a
predetermined spot, turned into the wind, and took off. The plane went
through a number of manoeuvres, circled the field several times, and made
an almost perfect landing. Those invited to view this demonstration looked
on with admiration at this unique exhibition. Not one spectator thought that
the plane was flying by itself. They all knew that there was a master
intelligence behind the manoeuvres of that aircraft.

As we view the sinister events that are reported
daily by TV, radio, and newspaper, with their
record of death, terror and violence, everyone
should be convinced that a master intelligence is
operating in this world who is at war, not only with
God, but also with all that is just and good. While
man talks about peace, he prepares for war! While
he plans for a world without crime, lawlessness
skyrockets each year! While he searches for the
means of stamping out death, new diseases and
problems arise! As one thinking man said, "There
is something devilish at work in the world today."

In many circles today the Devil has been voted out of existence. Many
believe that this power only consists of the bad thoughts of mankind or the
superstitious carry-over of a medieval fable. The Bible, however, speaks in
a very real way of this power that is at work in the world today. Christ and
the prophets believed in the existence of an evil being called variously:
The Devil, Satan, Lucifer, the Prince of this world, the Deceiver, the
Serpent, etc. Where did the Devil originate? Why hasn't God destroyed
him? These and many other questions arise when he is mentioned.
Let us turn to the Bible to learn the truth about his power.

The same Redeemer who gained the complete victory
over this serpent is able to give you the victory if
you will place your life in His hands - hands
that were pierced for your sins. Trust Him
today, and He will forgive you for past
sins and victory over future temptations. \\\
