NEW FLANTERS ON
WASHINGTON ST.

Washington Street has new plant-
ers and rubber-padded tree wells. The
design committee of the Thornton
Park Main Street District asked The
Flourishing Spot to select plants that
are sun-tolerant, easy to care for and
maintain, and are unique, according to |
Thornton Park District Executive Di-
rector Robert Soviero.

The new planters will
be maintained by the Thornton Park
District and the Downtown Clean
Team, which delivered the pots and provided the soil. They are large
and heavy to help with pedestri-
an and traffic safety. Past plant-
ings in the tree wells on Wash-
ington Street didn’t fare well with
the heavy pedestrian traffic, so
the team installed a rubber mat-
| ting from recycled tires.

| The new mats are more even
with the sidewalk, safer for pe-
destrians, and should be easier
to maintain. A new tree was also
| planted in front of Kaleidoscope,
which will also have the rubber
| mat installed.
