To detail the vertical sides of window, cut 3M™ Air 
and Vapour Barrier 3015 the same length as the height 
of the frame. Extend onto the wall and overlap the  
sill flashing a minimum of 5 cm (2 in) to prevent 
negative laps.

If 3M™ Air and Vapour Barrier 3015 will be used as the sill flashing tape, first cut it the width of the window and 
apply over the sill extending at least 5 cm (2 in) onto the wall. Then apply 3M™ Ultra Conformable Flashing Tape 
3015UC in the corners, extending over the sill tape and up the vertical side of the frame ensuring a minimum 5 cm 
(2 in) overlap in all directions. Apply pressure with a J-roller.

A 22.9 cm (9 in) wide strip of 3M™ Ultra 
Conformable Flashing Tape 3015UC can be 
applied across the entire sill in one continuous 
piece extending at least 5 cm (2 in) onto the wall 
and up the vertical sides of the frame.

• �Substrate surfaces must be free of grease, oil, un-bonded 
paint, corrosion or other substances that would adversely 
affect the adhesive bond between the membrane  
and substrate. 

• �Substrate surface must be dry to the touch for  
optimum performance. 

• �Application temperature must be between -18ºC and 66ºC  
(0ºF and 150ºF).
