BYLAW 2009-01

A BYLAW of the Village of Waldeck, in the Province of Saskatchewan,
for the prevention of fires, and for the prevention of spread of fire.

This Bylaw may be cited as “The Village of Waldeck Fire Pit Bylaw”
The purpose of this bylaw is to establish the rules and regulations for open air fires in the Village of Waldeck;

1.
DEFINITIONS
In this Bylaw the expression:
(1) “Act” means The Fire Prevention Act, 1992 being Chapter F-15.001 of the Statutes of Saskatchewan.

(2) “Authority having jurisdiction” referred to throughout the National Fire Code of Canada, and throughout this Bylaw, means the Village of Waldeck and shall include any other person or persons authorized to act on the Village’s behalf.

(3)  “Fire Chief” includes the head of the Fire Department, acting on behalf of the Village.

(4)  “Permit” means the written authority issued by the “Authority having Jurisdiction” pursuant to the provisions of this Bylaw.

(5) “Regulations” means regulations made pursuant to the Act.

(6) Definitions contained in the Act and Regulations shall apply in this bylaw.


2.
OPEN AIR FIRES
The site of the burning and the receptacle must be inspected and a permit (Appendix ‘A’)
obtained from the Authority having jurisdiction.

(1) Open air fires shall not be set unless the following measures are taken to limit

their spread:

(a) Fires must be contained in a non-combustible receptacle constructed of cement, brick, or sheet metal with a minimum 18 gauge thickness;

(b) a receptacle must be covered with a heavy gauge metal screen with openings not exceeding 13 millimeters; and

(c)
the size of the fire box of any receptacle must not exceed .61 cubic meters.


(2)
The fuel for open-air fires may consist only of charcoal or cut, seasoned wood.  The burning of the following material is prohibited:

(a)
rubbish;

(b)
garden refuse;

(c)
manure;

(d)
livestock or animal carcasses;

(e)
any material classified as a dangerous good; and

(f) 
any material which when burned will generate black smoke or an offensive odour including insulation from electrical wiring or equipment, asphalt roofing materials, hydrocarbons, plastics, rubber materials, creosoted wood or any similar material.

(3)
Open-air fires must be reasonably supervised so as to prevent their spread.

(4)
Open-air fires must not be set in windy conditions conducive to creating a running fire or a nuisance to another person.

(5) If smoke from an open-air fire causes an unreasonable interference with the use and enjoyment of another person’s property, the fire must be extinguished immediately.
(6) A garden hose, extinguisher, or other method of extinguishment must be available at all times when the fire pit is in use.

(7)
The Permittee is responsible for any or all damages as a result of burning.


(8)
A $10.00 permit application fee must accompany all applications.

3.
BARBECUING
Every person who uses any barbecue or similar device shall:


(1)
use the barbecue in a reasonable and safe manner;

(2) keep the barbecue, when lit, a sufficient distance from all combustible material;


(3)
refrain from leaving the barbecue unattended, when lit;


(4)
keep the barbecue in a reasonable state of repair;


(5)
comply with all federal and provincial regulations governing the use and storage

of propane cylinders.  Propane cylinders must not be repaired, stored, or contained within a building;


(6)
propane cylinders must be shut off at the tank valve when not in use; 


(7)
propane cylinders must be connected and secured to the barbecue;


(8)
propane cylinders must be kept in an upright position at all times, including when



the cylinders are in transit, in service or in storage.

In this section, “balcony” means a platform on the outside of a building, with access from an upper storey door or window.


In addition to the requirements of Section 3, if any person uses a barbecue or similar device on a balcony, the following provisions apply:


(1) 
Solid fuel barbecues or similar cooking devices must not be used;


(2)
Propane cylinders must not exceed the 20-pound size.
4.
OFFENSES AND PENALTIES
(1)  
Every person who contravenes any provisions of this Bylaw for which no other penalty is specifically provided is guilty of an offense and liable on summary conviction to a fine of not more than:

(a) In the case of an individual, to a fine of not more than $5,000 and, in the case of a continuing offence, to a further fine of fine of not more than $5,000 for each day during which the offence continues;

(b) In the case of a corporation, to a fine of not more than $10,000 and, in the case of a continuing offence, to a further fine of not more than $10,000 for each day the offence continues.

(c)  
The fine may be paid:

(i) in person, during regular office hours, to the Administrator at the


      Village Office, 14 Fares Street., Waldeck, Saskatchewan; or

(ii) by mail, addressed to:

5. Bylaw 2007-01 is hereby repealed.
