POLO SHIRTS
Black or Navy Blue

e Shirts must have a collar and sleeves.

navy blue or black.

SPIRIT SHIRT FRIDAYS

o Uniforms, Carrolliwood K-8 spirit shirts,
previous spirit shirts, or club shirts.

e Uniform or blue jean bottoms.

BOTTOMS
Navy Blue or Khaki

e Bottoms may be pants, shorts, skorts, skirts,
or jumpers. No oversized pants are
permitted.

e Shorts must be fingertip length.

o No parachute or nylon fabric is allowed.

e No overalls are allowed.

SHOES

e Shoes must be securely fastened to the feet.

e Shoesareto have a flat heel and closed toe.

o Athletic shoes are acceptable with socks
and tied laces.

o Skate shoes are NOT allowed on school
property at any time.

BOTTOMS
Black, Navy Blue or Khaki

e Bottoms may be pants, shorts, skorts, skirts,
or jumpers. No oversized pants are
permitted.

e Pants may not have holes and must be
properly fitting on the waist.

e Skirts and shorts must be knee length (no
more than 3 inches above the knee).

SHOES

e Shoes must have closed back (no crocs or
flip flop type shoes).
e Sneakers, flats,and boots are permitted.
