About
1200 p iec e s o f mail wer e salvaged f rom the burned
wreckage of the p lane , but a l l were badly s corc hed and
were fo rwa r de d i n USPOD penalty envelopes. The reverse
of the c ove r car ries t he rubber-st ampe d endorsement :
