Seeing this clue the collector sug­
gested that the dealer send the en­
velope t o Dr. Louise D. Larimore.
\Vithin two days th e envelope was
r eturned with a note identifying the
concern using these in itials. A tele­
phone calI to the firm located tile
wri te r and the dealer was able to
purchase the material offered.

Dr. Larimore now affiliated with
the Greenwich ( Conn. ) H os pital, for­
me rly was a resident of New York
and during her stay thre, was In­
s t rum enta l in 0 r g ani z i ng the
Women 's P hilatelic Society. now re­
rega rded as t he country's foremost
feminine stamp collectors group.

H er philatelic inter ests embrace
sever a l fields bu t like most general
co llec tors she has a specia lty in
which she can do research without
grea t cost. Several years ago Dr.
Larimore started collecting perfo­
r ate initial stamps and since they
are ou t cast her friends gladly gave
her all they had. At first she collected
all that came her w ay. la ler she
began to classify and identify them
as to the fi.rms using eaeb design,
At present she has what is prob­
ably the largest eollectlon of its
k in d and as few have not been iden­
t tfled it is possible fo r her to ten
exact ly wha t firm uses each design.
