Each of u s
can help by keeping an eye out for old
covers franked with Per f ins and bearing the
corner card of the user - which is t he best
way to i dentify tho se unidentified Perfins.

Gordon McHenry (#9 70) has sent in a fax
copy of an interesting Perfin on postcard.
The card is franked with the one-cent U. S.
parcel post stamp, tied on with a 1911+ "U . S.
Post al Agency, Shanghai, China " cancel , and
bears the B.A. T'/CQ. L,9. Perf in of the British
American Tobacco Company Ltd. The message
on t he card indicates pr i vat e usage.

It is interesting t o note that t his same
Per f in is known on st amps of Great Britain ,
China and J apan. Doe s any member know of
other U. S. stamps be aring this Perfin?

Geor ge Fisher (#11,2) , whose ar t i cle on
us ing the Adachi Japanese Perfins catalog
appeared in t he November -Dec ember 197, i s sue
of the BUlletin , r aisesan intere sting que s­
tion concerning the Perfin designs listed in
the U. S. Illustrated Catalog a s Design #21
and De sign #23 . He point s out that De s i gn
#23 isan exact representation of t he t rade­
mark of Mi t sui Bussan Kobu sh i ki Kaisha of
Japan. Fi sher stat es that it appe ars t o hi m
tha t Design #23 i s t herefore a Japan ese Per ­
fin on a U. S. s tamp.

De sign #21 ha s been i dentified as the Per­
fin of t he Buda Company of Har vey, Illinois
( the ed i t or has a 1912 Buda Company cover,

bearing this Perfin, in his own collection).
Des ign #23 i s not i dent i f i ed in the U. S.
Illu stra ted Catalog, andthe editor does not
know whether it has been identified in ~~y
of the catalog supplements . However, the
si mil ar i t y of design to #21 would strongly
suggest the probability that #23 is also a
Perfin of the Buda Company.

Can any member provide information on
the Buda Company and whether or notit still
exi st s in Harvey, Illinois , or el sewhere?

Joe Balough reports an unusual Mexi can
perforated item, pictured below, which he
recently bought at auction. It consists
of two .different die color proofs of Mexico,
Scott #82 , : 13¢ bright green and 13¢ black
brown, pa s t ed on a piece of thick brown
artist I s pa per (9 6 x 51 mOl), "t i ed" to the
paper by a large perfora ted MUESTRA (speci­
men ) . The auction catalog descri be s this
item as "very, very rare , pos s i bly unique ,"
and estimates t he value a t $1,0-$200.

EXHIBITING YOUR PERFINS CAN BE FUN

PE RFIN COVER
OF THEMONTH

Thi s interesting Fr ench cover
Wa s sent along by Fore i gn
Ca tal og Editor Barbara Kloss
to demnostrate that Perfins
need not ne cessarily be a
pattern of round hol e s . In
the stamp at the right edge
of the cover, the name "G.
MI NI " is perforated by means
of a double row of slits or
slots. The editor hooes this
barbed-wire cover doesn't en­
tangle him in a controversy
over whether or not it is a
true Perfin cover. In any
event, he would be interested
in hearing fr om any members
who can give information on
other such stamps or cover s .
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
