1908 Perfin Covers----
Bob Schwerdt write s that he has recently

ac qui red t hree 1908 Perf in co vers, each
franked with Scott #319, as fol l ows : two
of the cove rs bear the L-~5 patt ern of Li qu id
Car bonic Co . , dated , respec t i vely , 9-3-08
and 9-10-08 . The t hird co ver bears the E- ~5
pa ttern of Edwin J. Gilli s & Co., and i s
da ted 10-29-08.

A l i s t of Perfin patterns confirmed on
cover as having been used in 1908 was pub ­
l ished in t he February 1972 Bulletin. As a
matte r of i nterest to newer members, that
listi s reprinted belowto include Schwerdt's
find . Any member who can report an addi­
tional pa t tern on a 1908 cover is requested
to ccnt ac t the editor.

Fol l owing i s the reprinted list:

A PERFI N-NON-COVER (CONrINU ED) ___

The coomemoratives wer e issued t o mar k
the visit of t he crown pr ince (who is now
Emperor Hi r ohi t o) to Ta iwan from 16 to 27
Ap r i l 1923. Both a re cancelled with the
light-green commemorative oo stmar k used to
mar k the occasion, the upper I t-sen stamp
on t he first day of the vi s i t, and the lower
3-sen stamp on t he l ast day . ( The l i ght­
green is barely di scerni ble on t he Xe rox.)
Mo r e evidence of t he ohi latel i c and/or sou­
venir aspect of t his pa rticular f older.

The c ircular dat e st amp in t he lower-right
corner of page 1 is the no rmal postal - savings
type cancell a tion u sed in Taiwan in 1923 ,
and was u sually u sedto cancel s t amps in the
f ol ders . The pe r forated cancellation was
reportedly provided only upon r equest a s a
substitut e f or t he messier inked cancel l a­
tion, so that the stamp s would "still l ook
pretty." The perforated cancellat i on , of
course , went comple tely thr ough both t he
stamps and the fo rm t o whi ch they were
attached -- t he perforated design shows e s­
pecially well on page 4. Although t he crown
prince comple ted hi s visit on 27 April, de­
positor YAY~OTO Yoshio (the name in the
lower - l ef t corner of pag e 1 ) didn ' t get
around t o making this deposit until 30 April
1923,the da t e in the CDS (pe rhap s a weekend
i n tervened, but I don't know if po st offices
in Taiwan were or weren't open on weekends
back then. The name of t he post office in
t he CDS is Taihoku Onarich~,a branch office
in the island's capital of Taihoku (c alled
Taipei in Chinese ).

The early Japanese reference to this Per­
f in, ment i oned above, and Adachi , on page 92
of hi s Perfin catalog , both state that this
Perfin came into use i n the fa l l of 1923.
Thi s is obviously based ona lack of mat er i a l
for study , since my one item (thi s f older)
pertaini ng t o the Perfin is da t ed in t he
spring of 1923. The small legend at the
bottom of page 3 says that the folder was
pri nt ed in January 1923. I suspect that t his
was a newly designed f orm to replace older
f or ms t ha t specified certain denominat i on s
of st amps that coul d be used .

Use of this Per fin a s an off icial cancel­
l at ion ranks it among only t hree known of­
fic ial Perfins of the Japane se Go ver nment.
The other two ar e the ancho r used (in many
va r iations) by t he J apane se navy, and the
double "M" used by the Japane se a rmy.

I have had t his f orm i n my collection for
about 20 yea r s. Since acqui ring i t, I have
never come acro ss ano the r copy of the "Tai
Te" Perfin . I would be i nterested in he ari ng
from members who ha ve cooies with a view
towa rd trying to determine if t hi s i s really
a common Perfin , as Adachi estimates , or if
it i s somewhat uncOmmon.
