"ANULADO" punched through them before use.

Bank of Colombia on S.G. 357, %c and S.G. 361 5c,
both inverted. Dates unknown.

Bank of ?? on S.G. 431, 5c. No date.

J.V. Mogollon, seen on cover (1933) from Cartagena
branch of the firm to another branch iIn
Barranquilla. Stamps on cover were S.G. 431, 5c
and S.G. 438, 15c airmail. Also on S.G. 453, 8c

- external postage rate.
