c) Festival of Stanps Perfins Gordon dinch brought to our
notice two comenorative type

perfins which have passed by relatively unpublisized to-date. These
were produced by the Stanp Collecting Pronotion Council for sale
at the "Festival of Stanps" exhibitions of 1975 and 1976. They
were intended for use on the special souvenir cover which was
cancell ed by the "National Stanp Day" postnmark.

The followi ng notes are conpiled fromthe material purchased
by Gordon Cinch at the exhibition and from subsequent correspond-
ance with the S.C P.C.

NSDY 1975 Perforated through the se-tenant pair of 7p Architect-
ural Heritage stanps.and were available in two forns,
in strips of 10 maximum (i.e. 5 pairs) or as bl ocks of
four. The panes of four were included in special souvenir
bookl ets with the stitching, either in white or black, through the
sel vedge edge of the stanps.
Sl opers produced the perfin with a total quantity of
80, 000 bei ng perforated.

NSDY 1976 For 1976 only the 8% Tel ephone Conmenorative stanp was
used, again being produced by Slopers but this year the
quantity was reduced to 20, 000.
It is of interest to note that while the lettering used for both
years is the 'standard' 4-hole 'Sl oper al phabet, the nunbers are
quite different. In 1975 the rounded style found on nost recent
numeral perfins used by Hospitals etc., was used whereas, the 1976
perfin has nunerals based on a 15 pin matrix simlar to that
described by Mke Burrows el sewhere in this issue.
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
