- American Tobacco Co., Ltd .

A "POKO" type s t amp- a f fi x i ng a pparatus
wa s in u s e on t heir mai l emanating from Eire
as we LL as Gr eat Britain . The very nature
o f the automa tic Pe rf inning and s t amp - a f f i x ­
ing op e ration ma k e s i t very unus ual f or off ­
cover examples t o have readable dated po st ­
ma r k s showing places of or i gin. The Per ­
f i nne d stamp be i ng affixed nearly al l the
time i n the a r e a where either the wavy l ines
o r the slogan portion of the machine post ­
ma r k would be impressed .
