The stamp pictured below surely repre­
sents about as much I1 cont rol ll as could be
applied in the use of pos t age stamps. To
begin With , it bears the Kansas overprint ,
which was de si gned to pr event losses from
post office burglaries. Secondly, it bear s
a Wichita, Kan sa s . precancel , and although
the pr i mary purpose of precancels is t o
f acilit a te t he handling of bulk mail, it
never thel ess repre sents a control of sorts ,
since only per mi t holder s ar e sup posed t o
use pr ecancel s . Thi rdly , i t bear s t he Per ­
fin of St andar d Oi l Company's Wi chi ta branch
(S195-15) •

Thi s unusual Perfin was repor ted by Bob
Schwerdt in r e sponse to t he edit or 's r ecent
query as to whether or not members would
like a census of Per f i n patterns on the Kan­
sas and Nebraska overprints. Two or three
members have responde d wi t h some lists of
such Perfins in their collections . If you
would like to see such a census, letthe ed­
i t or hear from you.

Here's the latest on the "C in star " pat­
t e rn of the State of Texas.

As we' ve reported pr evi ously (November /
December 1977 and February 1978 Bulletins),
t he "C-in-st ar " pattern (C-IO) has been res­
ur r ect ed by t he State of Texas for u se on
po s tage purchased f or u se by st ate officials.
We al so reported t hat a sheet of mi nt 13¢ reg­
ular s with the patter n had been traded on the
philatel i c marke t and had t rigger ed an in­
ve st i gat ion by t he Te xas Depar tment of Publ i c
Safet y.

Now I ' ve learned that Texas may soon add
a new Perfin to the wor l d of phi lat ely.

Alan Miskimin (LM-8 ) visited wi th Tom
Treadway of t he Texas legislature and learned
that there are plans to come up with a new
Perfin which can be used i n all s t ate agen­
ci e s. The state ha s ap parently ar r anged
wi th Cummi n s t o manufacture t he perforator
whi ch would pr e sumably be a mul t i - head el ee­
t r i ca l l y opera t ed t ype capable of per fo r a t ing
several sheets of stamps at one time .

Dur ing thei r vis it, Treadway showed Mi s­
ki min the proposed new de s ign • •a "T-in-star ."
The T would , of cour se, stand for Texas . It
should be noted tha t the "C- in- s t ar" stood
fo r Comptrolle r , whi ch is t he agency which
original ly used the Per f i n.

Misk imim poi nted out t hat the "T-in-star "
i s no t a new design••• t hat it bears a s t r i­
king r esembl ance to the Texaco "T-in-star"
pa t t er n already listed i nthe U.S. Catalog .

Ins tead , Miskimin suggested, why not re­
place t he star wi th an outline map of Texa s,
thus creating a brand new ea sily identi fia­
ble pattern••• the T i nside t he Texas map .
Treadway seemed impressed with t he sugges­
tion and indicated to Mi sk imin that the
state very l i kel y would use t he outline map
instead of the star.

Now, t he same mail ha s brought word t hat
the Texas De pa r t ment of Publ ic Safety inves­
t igat i on has turned up no wrongdoing of any
sort . Apparently, the mint sheet of the "C­
in- s tar " was acquired quite legal l y .

That i nfo r mation comes from Tom Stich of
Amarillo who is t he membe r who ultimat el y
wound up with the mint sh eet and f i r st al­
er ted me to the potent i al problem. Stich
says he r ecei ved a phone cal l f romthe Texas
Department of Publ ic Safet y recently info rm­
ing him t ha t there was nothing illegal in the
handl i ng of the mint sh eet .

I nc identally , Stich is u sing t he "C- i n­
st a r " Per f in s on hi s pe r sonal mail and if
any member wou ld like a co py , they can dr op
hi m a not e a t 251't Lawndale Drive, Amar illo ,
TX 79103 an d he' ll be glad to oblige a s l ong
as hi s suppl y lasts. A stamped en ve l ope and
an ext ra 13¢ stamp t o pay forthe Texa s pat ­
t ern would be app r opr iat e.

So • •• that's the story of t he Texas Per f in
t hus far. Now we can wait and see if we have
a new "T-in-Texa s" pattern .
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
