I have a couple of them too (editor's note:
see response from Japanese collectors else-
where in this issue). I recently saw his
Figure 2 (50-pound South African stamp Per-
finned "USED"S, advertised, so Bob's is not
unique. I have the 30-pound in the same
set with a numeral Perfin. The highest face
value I have seen on a postal issue 1is the
Natal 20-pound stamp, Scott #100. It has an
RD Perfin, and was obviously used for reve-
nue purposes. I believe I have the German
20,000,000,000-mark stamp with a Perfin
\Scott #295), but can't lay my hands on it
at the moment. How much this was in real
money is another matter."
