Per f i ns Club since 195 3, was a prominent
philatelis t, a former curat or of the Nation ­
al Postage Stamp Collection at the Smithso ­
nian Institution, a f ormer vice president of
the APS and a former pr es i den t of the Ameri ­
can Phi l at e l i c Congres s. He was an ardent
bibliophile and was reported to have the
larges t private philat elic library in the
United States.

He was 73 when he died of a hear t attack
at his Wa s hi ngt on, DC, home on August 14.
