Group wi l l be to update the informstion i n
the 3rd Edition of the BNAPS Handbo ok on
Canadian Perfins wi th t he intention of
eventually writing a 4th Edition . Add i ­
tional ob j e c t i v e s of the Study Group a re
to add information to t h a t p r e s en t l y in the
Canadian Perfins Handb ook whi ch is of in ­
terest t o Perfin collectors and-o t her s pe ­
cialty fields; to provide Pe r f in collec t ors
with a sou r c e where answers to Can adian
Perfin queries or problems may be f oun d ;
to promote Perfins b y assisting collec t ors
in wri ting articles and Perfin postal h is ­
tories f or phi latelic j ournals and n ews ­
papers; and where p os s ib l e to encourage
collectors t o exhibit Pe r f i n s at all leve l s
of philatelic shows.

Once t he number o f p a r t i c i pat i n g col ­
lectors i s established , it is anticipated
that a regular Newslet ter will be possible.
Projected content of t he Newslet t er wi l l
be new Perfin types and i n fo r ma t i on , analyt ­
ica l review of known Canadian Perf in infor­
mation and queries as to what each collec ­
t or has by Perfin t yp e .

A bit of indus trial history wa s ma de by
the family of our l on g - t i me membe r Mary
(Mr s . L. L.) Haley . For more t han 30 yea r s
the family operated " The Wedge Hor k s " in
Centerville, Indiana. The company, o f f i ­
c ially known as t he Haley Manufacturing Com­
p an y, manufac tured wooden wedges and was
t he only fact ory i n t h e country (p e r h a p s
in t he world) devoted exclusively to the
p rodu c t i on o f woo den wedges. Th e c ompany
was founded in 1921 and purchased by the
Ha l eys in 1941. The firm is no l onger in
operation; it c losed following the death
o f the Haley's son . But it is preserved
philatelically as the cachet of a cover
issued during CIPEX XIV, an exhibit in
Centerville in 19 72.
