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THAT STRIP OF FIVE PERFORATIONS is from a 5-die commercial
perforator owned by president DAVE STUMP. Dave says he will
sell the perforator (a Cummins Model 52) to the highest bid-
der who contacts him by November 15. The perfin is the H-76
pattern, identified in the catalog as having been used by

H. F. Michell Company of Philadelphia. The perforator is

12 inches long, 5 inches wide, and is about 8 inches high
with the handle depressed. It weighs about 25 pounds uncrated
and Dave says the buyer will have to pay transportation costs.
