ACES secretary Mike Moore
referred me to member Bob Fisher who supplied the following
information.

The two "stamps' are not stamps. They are envelope cut
sgquares and the Higgins & Gage numbers are B80 and BS81.
They were issued in 1906 and the person pictured is President
Escalon of E1 Salvador. A perforated postage stamp set of
the same design was issued in 1906.

The E1 Salvador post office cut out the squares, perforated
them with a numeral indicating the value and sold them as
stamps. Besides the two shown (the 2 and 3c¢), a 1lc and a
5c are known with numeral perfins. A 13c value was issued
with this set but it is not known if it also was perforated.

It is not known for certain what year this postal stationery
stamp set was issued, but the 2c¢c shown here has a 1907 can-
cel and that would 1ndlcate that they came out shortly after
the original stationery was 1ssued.
