There were four comenorative issues during the reign of King George V
but the first two, nanely,the Wenbl ey issues of 1924 and 1925 can be
conveni ently taken together. These stanps were not w dely circul ated.
Their size made them unpopular with large commerci al users and they were
awkward to perforate. Not many can have been perforated and the only dies

A total of 110 stanps from 101 dies. The 2%l. prussian blue is a very
unlikely condidate for perforation.

There are probably many stanps to be added to the P.U.C. and Silver Jubilee
listings but not very many to the Wenbl eys.
