The stamps are pe rforated without being separated from the sheet. They lie Rat
on a plate Rush w ith the die and are 'Pushed forward by the operator one row at a
time. An adjustable marginal gu ide properly locates the perforation on each stamp,
The handle is raised by a spring and its stroke is short -v-suitabte for rapid work.
