UBC/L stands for United Baltic Corporation Ltd. It is located in Danzig

with offices in the Baltic area. Its business was shipping, warehousing and
transport of goods.
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The perfin is found on the stamps of:-

DANZIG 1921-35 LATVIA (Riga & Liepaja) 21-24
LITHUANIA (Kaunas) 1921-22 POLAND (Warsaw) 1921-39

The perfin 1s known in 5 of the 8 possible positions.

The company also used a perfin in the U.K. UB/C (U0230.01 - 0230.04p)
The address was 158 Fenchurch Street, London EC3. The known dates of
use in the U.K. are 1930-1957.

Two members mentioned that their source of information was Arge
Lochungen Handbook (German).

Magnus Werner sent the illustration of the perfin used in four countries.
