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Also shown ar e a 5. orange and a 72. blue
(Puerto Rico RE38 and 48). The 72. pertin reads
"0 RICO" like the 2. green while the 5. reads
"DISTILL!" from Distilled or a similar word.

They are:
1. RE117, 5. green with value in black,
punched "+9.15.44", company initials not
readable as they ar e par tly off the stam p.

In addition to the Puerto Rican I have shown
three perfmned stamps from the Ser ies of 1942-44
Wine Stamps. These stamps are inscribed "Series of
1941". The most expens ive of these three stamps
catalogs for a few dollars. Perfin crosses seem to
indicate "0" in dates.

"CBWCo/ +4. + 3/44.

3. RElS8, $4.80, yellow green and black,
punched "+4.1O/ 1944/ LNR.
