was governess to the family of Thomas W.D. Brooks, vicar of  
Flitwick, Bedfordshire. Alice must have been living in  
Warwickshire, where she was christened in 1872. Frank was a  
previously unknown (to me) son of Joseph. Percy was described as  
Joseph's fouth son in his obituary. ' The children were thus Joseph  
Lavell Leete, Fanny, Horace, Ellen, Alice, Frank, Kate, Percy and  
Eustace. Frank appears not to have been involved in the family  
business. He may be the Frank Sloper (born Marylebone 1853)  
listed in the 1901 Census as a Commission agent (tea) living at  
Camberwell, South London.
