A174 - ALS User?
Joseph Laura (#1238)
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This February 9, 1911, posting with a typewritten
return address was franked with a two-cent red
Washington stamp perforated with the letters "ALS".
The 8~ mm height and the pattern matches perfin
pattern A174 listed in The Catalog of United States
Perfins. While there is no information listed about
the user listed in the catalog we should not be hasty

in concluding that the user has been found . In
addition to a typewritten return address we are
faced with the fact that Gr iffon Cutlery Works does
not translate to "ALS".

N137 - National Paper & Type Company

Joseph Laura (# 1238)
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The main body entry for perfin pattern N137, The
Catalog of United States Perfins, Balough &
Balough, 1979, lists "Nat'I Paper and Type Co" of
Chicago, Illinois. A supplementary entry lists
"NYC" as an additional location. This April 15,
1924, cover shows the full company name, "National

Paper & Type Company" In addit ion, it list the
company's "NYC' addr ess as 32 to 38 Burling Slip,
New York, USA indicating that the location was
probably their import location.
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
