On examining the perfinned postage
use, I discovered that it was the commemorative issued february 12, 1955 for the "First of the Land-Grant
colleges: These colleges were Michigan State College and Pennsylvania State Univer sity. Now, I am on the
hunt for a Pennsylvania cover with their perfin U57 - U (O/ F)P - on the same commemorat ive stam p.

A76 - Atlantic Coast line Railroad Company
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I have previously reported finding an Atlantic Coast Line Railroad Company from the ir 294 Washington Street,

Boston, Massachusetts location. The illustrated cover (photographically cropped to fit) from the railroad's
Wilmington, North Carolina location confirms that the user's full nam e is not provided in The Catalog of United
States Petfins , As previously, the Bulletin Editor has forwarded a photocopy to John Randall, the US Catalog
Editor , for his evaluatio n. John Randall notes that this minor change will be incorporated into the revised
catalog.
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
