
Companies that start small tend to be sole proprietorships that use their founder's names. This may have been
the case with John C. Hoof Company of Chicago, Illinois. When the company grows its name may change to
reflect the growth. It is my conjecture that Mr. Hoofs company grew into the Hoof Product's Company as
shown on the corner card of this June 3, 1941, posting that uses perfm pattern J24A.

A photocopy of this cover along with the recommendation that Hoof Products Company, 6543 S. Laramie
Avenue, Chicago, Illinois be added to the revised US Catalog as a supplemental user .

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Here is another dilemma for the editor of the US Catalog. The illustrated cover, posted September 26, 1916,
at Geneva, NY is franked with a 2. red Washington head punched with perrin pattern R66.5 - RGC. The user
of this pattern is currently unidentified in The Catalog of United States Perfins by Joe and Dorothy Balough.
Unfortunately, the initials RGC do not match the corner card's The Chase Nurseries, Geneva, NY. Perhaps a
member with access to Geneva, NY city directories might be able to trace the initials back to a previous name.
