Malyon sent along an illustration of a X
postman using one of the machines that 2
applied the special stamps. He says the
machines were in use only from July 232 -
1906 to February 1907 and that records show that only 500 stamps
were used during that period. Postal customers said it was an annoy-
ance rather than a convenience to use the machines.

The last recorded price paid for an AUT. on cover: 16,000 Swiss
francs, or about $10,000.
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
