PERFIN NUMBER: 
Actually a catalogue number in a perfin catalogue. 

PERFIN VARIETY: 
Trivial. 

RANDOM HOLE: 
The definition given is that of a Double Perfin, one of which consists  
mainly of Blind Perforations. 

VARIETY: 
Trivial.
